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VersiFleece TPO incorporates reinforced TPO 
membrane laminated to a 55-mil, non-woven 
polyester fl eece backing. The membrane is 
available in 100-, 115-mil and 135-mil total 
thicknesses.
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Versico’s DASH Adhesive is a construction-grade, 
two-component, polyurethane adhesive. The low-rise, 
expanding characteristics are designed to bond 
VersiFleece TPO membrane and insulations to a variety 
of substrates. 

Versico DASH Adhesive is compatible with: wood 
fi berboard, polyisocyanurate insulation, EPS, extruded 
polystyrene, DensDeck®, Securock® and OSB. Compatible
deck types include concrete, cellular lightweight concrete,
gypsum, cementitious wood fi ber, wood and painted or 
galvanized steel. 

Versico DASH Adhesive  is also compatible with the 
following roofi ng substrates: smooth BUR (previously 
exposed), mineral cap sheet and smooth (previously 
exposed) and granulated SBS Mod-Bit.

Installation of VersiFleece TPO Using DASH 
Adhesives

Versico DASH is applied in beads or ribbons 4", 6" or 12" 
o.c. depending on the wind zone, building height and 
code requirements, to produce a strong adhesive bond 
between the VersiFleece TPO membrane, the 
insulation and the substrate. 

When DASH Adhesive develops string/body (approx. 
1½–2 minutes), roll VersiFleece TPO membrane into DASH 
Adhesive. The time it takes for the adhesive to develop 
string will vary based on environmental conditions 
(temperature and humidity). 

Roll membrane with a roller (not to exceed 150 lbs) to 
ensure fl eece embedment. If adhesive contaminates 
the splice area, immediately remove with TPO primer.
